POOL RULES

* All pool patrons are required to provide emergency contact information at the time of
their first visit. If emergency contact information is not provided, entry into the pool facility
will be denied.

* No food or drinks are allowed in the pool facility.

* No toys of any kind—including pool toys, bicycles, balls or toss toys—are allowed in the
pool facility. Bikes may be parked in the designated area outside of each pool facility.

* Pets are not allowed in or around the pool facility. Service animals, however, are
welcome.

* No flotation devices of any type are allowed in the pool facility. Inflatable vests and water
wings are allowed when the swimmer is accompanied by a parent/guardian.

* Any pool patron who is noticeably sick, vomiting, has visible open wounds, or is
suspected of being under the influence of drugs, alcohol or medication will be denied
access to the pool facility.

* Boisterous behavior of any kind—including running, wrestling, roughhousing, profanity,
diving, flipping, or any dangerous pool games—will result in ejection from the pool facility.

* No radios are allowed in or around the pool facility.

* No loitering in and around the pool decks and locker room areas. Violators will be
subject to ejection from the pool facility.

* Smoking is not allowed at all recreation facilities in the City of Providence.

* The City of Providence is not responsible for any items lost or stolen during pool facility
operating hours.

* Pool attire is required in order to be allowed in the pool facility. Swimwear, bathing suits,
or shorts and T-shirts are allowed. Anyone wearing clothing deemed inappropriate will be
denied access to the pool facility. Bathing caps and earplugs are allowed.

* Pool patrons must provide their own swim towels.
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REGLAS DE
LA PISCINA

* Toda persona que utilice la piscina debe inscribirse a diario y proveer un contacto en
caso de emergencia. No se permitira la entrada a cualquier persona que no de esta
informacion.

* No se permite comida ni bebida en el area de la piscina.

* No se permite entrar juguetes de cualquier tipo - incluyendo juguetes para piscina,
bicicletas, bolas, etc. - en el drea de la piscina. Puede dejar su bicicleta en el lugar
designado fuera del area de la piscina

* No se permite llevar animales o mascotas en los alrededores del area de la piscina.
Solo se permite perros guia.

* Toda persona gue esté visiblemente enferma, tenga una herida abierta, o demuestre
sefas de intoxicacion por drogas, alcohol o medicamentos no sera admitida en el drea de
la piscina.

* No se permite el uso de articulos inflables o de flotacion en el area de la piscina. Solo se
permite chalecos inflables o flotadores de brazos si el nifo esta acompanado por un adulto.

* No se permite correr, jugar pesado, usar lenguaje vulgar, clavarse o dar saltos en el agua.
Cualquiera de estas actividades resultara en expulsion del drea de la piscina.

No se permite entrar radios en el area de la piscina.
No se permite merodear o “hangear” alrededor de la piscina o en el vestidor.
No se permite fumar en cualquier instalacion de recreo en la ciudad de Providence.

No somos responsables por cualquier articulo que sea robado o perdido.

Toda persona debe usar ropa adecuada para entrar al drea de la piscina. Se permite
vestido de bafo o pantalones cortos, camiseta o franela. Nos reservamos el derecho de

prohibir la entrada a cualquier persona que este vestida de forma inapropiada. Se permite
el uso de tapa oidos y gorros de bano.

* Toda persona debe traer su propia toalla.
